AN ORDER RATIFYING THE LAUREL FIRE DEPARTMENT’S SUBMISSION 
OF A WALMART COMMUNITY GRANT APPLICATION AND AUTHORIZING

WHEREAS, the City of Laurel supports efforts by the Laurel Fire Department (Department) to pursue external funding opportunities that enhance public safety, emergency response capabilities, and community resilience; and

WHEREAS, the Administration desires to correct the procedural oversight by ratifying the Department’s submission of the Grant application and authorizing acceptance of the awarded funds, which is in the best interest of the City and will support improved services and protection for residents

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LAUREL, that the Laurel Fire Department’s submission of the Wal-Mart Community Grant application be ratified and approved and that the City is authorized to accept Wal-Mart Community Grant funding in the amount of five thousand dollars ($5,000.00). The funds will be dispersed as follows: Laurel Fire Department will receive twenty-five hundred dollars ($2,500.00) to be placed in account 001.260.512.0 for the purchase of fire prevention materials and equipment; the Laurel Police Department will receive twenty-five hundred dollars ($2,500.00) to be placed in account 001.200.512.0 for the purchase of materials for Night Out Against Crime. IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Finance Director is authorized to make any budgetary transactions necessary for the implementation of the forgoing order.
